Gospel (Jn 11:1-45)
V. The Lord be with you.

V. A reading from the Holy Gospel according to John.

The celebrant and the people trace the cross on their foreheads (mind),
their lips (speech) and over their hearts, asking the Lord to open them
to his Word.

R. Glory to you Lord.

Now a man was ill, Lazarus from Bethany,

the village of Mary and her sister Martha.

Mary was the one who had anointed the Lord with perfumed oil
and dried his feet with her hair;

it was her brother Lazarus who was ill.

So the sisters sent word to him saying,

“Master, the one you love is ill.”

When Jesus heard this he said,

“This illness is not to end in death,

but is for the glory of God,

that the Son of God may be glorified through it.”
Now Jesus loved Martha and her sister and Lazarus.
So when he heard that he was ill,

he remained for two days in the place where he was.
Then after this he said to his disciples,

“Let us go back to Judea.”

The disciples said to him,

“Rabbi, the Jews were just trying to stone you,

and you want to go back there?”

Jesus answered,

“Are there not twelve hours in a day?

If one walks during the day, he does not stumble,
because he sees the light of this world.

But if one walks at night, he stumbles,

because the light is not in him.”

He said this, and then told them,

“Our friend Lazarus is asleep,

but I am going to awaken him.”

So the disciples said to him,

“Master, if he is asleep, he will be saved.”



But Jesus was talking about his death, Preface and Sanctus (Lazams)
while they thought that he meant ordinary sleep.
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Now Bethany was near Jerusalem, only about two miles away.
And many of the Jews had come to Martha and Mary

to comfort them about their brother.

When Martha heard that Jesus was coming,

she went to meet him;

Father, all-powerful and ever-living God,
we do well always and everywhere to give you thanks
through Jesus Christ our Lord.

but Mary sat at home. As a man like us, Jesus wept for Lazarus his friend.

Martha said to Jesus, As the eternal God, he raised Lazarus from the dead.

“Lord, if you had been here, In his love for us all,

my brother would not have died. Christ gives us the sacraments

But even now I know that whatever you ask of God, to lift us up to everlasting life.

God will give you.”

Jesus said to her, Through him the angels of heaven offer their prayer of adoration
“Your brother will rise.” as they rejoice in your presence for ever.

Martha said to him, May our voices be one with theirs

“I know he will rise, in their triumphant hymn of praise:

in the resurrection on the last day.”

Jesus told her,

“I am the resurrection and the life;

whoever believes in me, even if he dies, will live,

and everyone who lives and believes in me will never die.

Do you believe this?”

She said to him, “Yes, Lord.

I have come to believe that you are the Christ, the Son of God,
the one who is coming into the world.”

When she had said this,

she went and called her sister Mary secretly, saying,
“The teacher is here and is asking for you.”

As soon as she heard this,

she rose quickly and went to him.

For Jesus had not yet come into the village,

but was still where Martha had met him.



LITURGY OF THE EUCHARIST So when the Jews who were with her in the house comforting her
saw Mary get up quickly and go out,

Offering of the Gifts they followed her,
presuming that she was going to the tomb to weep there.

If an Offertory Hymn is played or sung, omit the following. When Mary came to where Jesus was and saw him

V. Blessed are you, Lord, God of all creation. Through your goodness she fell at his feet and said to him,
we have this bread to offer, which earth has given and human hands “Lord, if you had been here,
have made. It will become for us the bread of life. my brother would not have died.”
When Jesus saw her weeping and the Jews who had come with her
R. Blessed be God for ever. weeping,

he became perturbed and deeply troubled, and said,
“Where have you laid him?”
They said to him, “Sir, come and see.”

V. Blessed are you, Lord, God of all creation. Through your goodness
we have this wine to offer, fruit of the vine and work of human hands.
It will become our spiritual drink.

And Jesus wept.
R. Blessed be God for ever. So the Jews said, “See how he loved him.”
But some of them said,
Prayer over the Gifts “Could not the one who opened the eyes of the blind man

have done something so that this man would not have died?”
V. Pray, my brothers and sisters, that our sacrifice

may be acceptable to God, the almighty Father. So Jesus, perturbed again, came to the tomb.
It was a cave, and a stone lay across it.

R. May the Lord accept the sacrifice at your hands, Jesus said, “Take away the stone.”

for the praise and glory of his name, Martha, the dead man’s sister, said to him,

for our good, and the good of all his Church. “Lord, by now there will be a stench;

) he has been dead for four days.”
Almighty God, Jesus said to her,
may the sacrifice we offer “Did I not tell you that if you believe
take away the sins of those you will see the glory of God?”
whom you enlighten with the Christian faith. So they took away the stone.
And Jesus raised his eyes and said,
“Father, I thank you for hearing me.
R. Amen. I know that you always hear me;
but because of the crowd here I have said this,
that they may believe that you sent me.”
And when he had said this,
He cried out in a loud voice,
“Lazarus, come out!”
The dead man came out,
tied hand and foot with burial bands,
and his face was wrapped in a cloth.
